The patriot
ancestor must have rendered acceptable service (see list at the end of this
pamphlet) by overt acts of resistance to the authority of Great Britain. The
patriot’s service and line of descent must be documented through acceptable
references.
If the complete and documented application has been submitted and is found to
need additional documentation, the appropriate State Point of Contact will be notified.
The application forms that arrive at National Headquarters must be prepared as follows:
1. Typed or computer-generated forms using black print, available from the NSSAR website.
#NO handwritten applications will be accepted!
. A single-page form printed on both sides, and printed on OFFICIAL, SAR-watermarked, bond paper, which can be
obtained from the local Chapter, State Society, or NSSAR Merchandise Department.
»Application forms printed before 1990 will NOT be accepted.
3. It must be the original application form containing all necessary signatures.
7 Photocopies of applications will NOT be accepted.
. Nothing can be attached to the application form by staple, glue, tape, pin, thread, or other means.

e All proof documentation must be cited on the reverse page

* Photocopies of vital records preferred, not certified copies

e Applicant’s signature if over 18, under the parent can sign

e New members : applicant signature plus two sponsors, State Registrar and State Sec..
Supplemental application: applicant and State Registrar signatures.

e All known items, including those for non-bloodline parent are required on the application

 Make sure all names, date, places on application agree with documents

e Patriot’s name spelled as on the records of the day. Do not include ranks or titles

Application Do’s and Don’ts

e Applicant’s birth certificate required

e A proof document must include a citation including the original source record that info came from

e All documentation listed on the application must be submitted

e Each piece of documentation must contain the entire image of the document

e All documents must be readable

* Do not put enlargements or superimposed images on the same page

* Do not make any annotations to documents. Only a reference to identify generation by number
should appear in the margins and the pertinent text underlined in red fine-tip pen or pencil

 Documents should be submitted on standard letter size paper, do not use staples or paper clips

* Do not use highlighters or markers to indicate important text

* Do not submit multiple copies of the same document

e Do not supply redundant information when you have adequate proof

e Include a narrative describing how multiple documents provide indirect proof of a conclusion

e All published sources must include the page of interest and the title page providing title, author,
date of publication. Full transcriptions are preferable over abstracts

* Record copies (RC) from DAR and SAR previous applications are required plus the source
documents if the RC are before Jan 1, 1985.
